NAHHT – the role of the committee member
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People are always reticent about becoming committee members as it usually involves loads of work and is just an added burden to our everyday workload.  

HOWEVER, being a committee member of NAHHT is somewhat different …

· you can meet with colleagues working in exactly the same situations as yourself, who understand the pressures and frustrations of our work as well as the rewards

· you have opportunities to visit other settings and look at other authority provision to gain ideas for your school or service improvement as part of your own CPD
· active voice in conference preparation – have a say in what workshops and link to local professionals you may have contact with

· opportunity for informal discussions about current issues

· opportunity to be involved in relevant consultations from DCSF as they arise

· only 4 meetings per year and currently investigating ways of using video conferencing to make the time allocation for attending meetings more manageable

· no other work involved (unless you are in one of the main posts) apart from promoting the association in your area

· membership of the committee viewed favourably by OfSTED on SEF forms

· membership of National Association to go on own CV
