The objective of this section is to obtain a thorough and accurate appreciation of the challenges facing the service providers.  It will be necessary to quantify all of the most common issues that need to be addressed in order for the pupils to make progress.

1 = period up to 4 weeks

2 = 5 – 12 weeks

3 = 12 weeks – 6 months

4 = 6 month – 1 year

5 = 1 year – 3 years

6 = 3 years to permanent issue
